2. USE OF HERITAGE TREE TOOLKIT NOMINATION AND EVALUATION FORMS

The Ontario Heritage tree Alliance Heritage Toolkit (OHTA), was coordinated by OUFC Member
of  the Board Fran Moscall and published by OUFC, 2006.

Motion at the June 17, 2008 Board meeting — “That the nomination and evaluation forms can be
used by any group wanting to use them and that it is requested that OUFC be acknowledged on
the nomination forms and that the evaluation forms must be used in conjunction with the
Toolkit”. Use of OUFC logo — is not as necessary as recognition for OUFC when the nomination
comes from the community group advocating for the heritage trees.

Some groups have had trouble using the forms, but these forms must be used in conjunction with
the Toolkit to make sense. Really the Toolkit augmented by Workshops should be the primary
resources for groups to nominate and later evaluate the heritage and Community Tree Treasure
Tree. OUFC volunteers are hard pressed to help in each case. Nominators should get in touch with
the local Municipal Heritage Committee for area history prior to submission. Nomination and

The Toronto Parks and Trees Foundation is considering producing a calendar of trees that are "as
old as Toronto". Toronto was incorporated as a City 174 years ago - so we would look at trees that
are currently 174 years old or older - so releasing the calendar in Sept 2009 (even though it will

be a 2010 calendar) could be part of that celebration - underscoring the generations-long legacy
and benefits of urban trees and the urban forest! The Toronto Parks and Trees Foundation is a
charitable, non-profit organization dedicated to supporting and enhancing Toronto's park system,
trees and related community activities.

Andrew Pickett and Jack Radecki both sit on a committee dealing with a potential Heritage Tree
By-law in Toronto. A number of trees have been listed as potential candidates for designation
consideration by City Council, at the same time of by-law consideration.

A potential list by Andrew Pickett mentions 11 trees.. City-owned trees: 6. The Alexander Muir
silver maple on Laing would also qualify based on age. Private Trees: 4

Assuming we can find a 175 year old Oak in High Park, and perhaps a 175 year old tree in the
Rouge, we would have 13 trees altogether, enough for a 12 month calendar. There is also an old
ash in the Don Valley that might well qualify. We would like to have more species diversity, - so
any other ideas are welcome.

Jack adds: “You can add the Bur Oak at Prospect cemetery which is older than the one on Fleming
Drive. The native Sycamores along Etobicoke Creek may qualify as there are some real oldies
there. The EIm on Humewood in my opinion is under 100 years old - elms are very fast growing.
We need to add one or two Sugar Maples to the list. There should also be a large remnant White
Ash in Toronto neighbourhoods. | saw some in the past in the Dufferin and Bloor area. There have
to be some remnant woodlots that we can check further - e.g. Winfield Park (Banbury Community
Centre).

Many thanks for your
invitation to CTC members to meet with you to take a tour around Alliston to learn what your
group has accomplished to date.

One of the topics on the agenda for discussion at our next monthly meeting scheduled for Tuesday
July 08/08 is the need to maintain, preserve and protect our existing trees, especially our old trees.
We have recently heard from a couple of residents who knew of 2 old catalpas and 2 old Ginkgos
they felt our committee should be aware of. Also there is a stand of oak in one of our parks that |
would like to see thinned out, properly pruned (only remove deadwood from Oaks) and
maintained. (We don't have many oaks in the village. | am currently working on an editorial for the
July 11/08 edition of the Creemore Echo asking readers to contact us with info on the location and
history of old trees in and around the village.

The Creemore Tree Committee (CTC), formed in 1990, is a small not-for-profit community based
organization made up of residents concerned for the demise of many of our street trees. The
group focuses its efforts on awareness and fundraising to plant 2 to 3 inch caliper trees on public
lands in areas of the village where trees were lost and in areas where there were no trees. On
boulevards where overhead lines and underground utility services exist, we will plant on private
property after meeting with consulting arborists, the homeowner and the municipal Public Works
Dept.

If you or any of your fellow members with the OUFC are in the Creemore area on the mornings of
July 26, Aug. 02 or Aug. 09, please drop in to the Creemore Farmers Market at the Station on the
Green and say hello...CTC members will be there operating the coffee booth on those dates. (This
is one of our numerous annual fundraising and awareness events). If you like we could all meet for
lunch and then go on a little tour of the village to show you what the CTC has accomplished to-
date. Hopefully we will have located a few trees by then that can be considered Heritage Trees.
